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Michele Gioiosa was born in 1962 at the age of seven, he began to study the piano. He graduated at the Conservatory of Music "U. Giordano" in Foggia with honors in 1982, pupil Michele Marvulli.

At an early age he took part in several Piano Competitions and got prizes and important acknowledgments. He attended the Masterclasses in Pescara and Bari guided by Michele Marvulli, in Otranto and in the Mozarteum of Salisburgo under the guided of Sergio Perticaroli.

He studied  Organ and Organ Composition  too and  graduated at the Urbino University where he  got the degree in  Philosophy.

Then he became teacher at the Conservatories of Music in Matera and Rodi Garganico (FG). At present he is the responsible for the department of Piano at Conservatory "U. Giordano" in Foggia. In July 1990 he enrolled among the Apulia Journalists.

Along with his concert activity he practiced the activity of musicologist and musical critic too, as the responsible manager of the magazine “Music and School”.

He  is often required to be member of  jury in National and International competitions.

He writes issues about didactics and aesthetics of piano.  Moreover he was invited as chairman in Conferences on the music culture in Rome, Milan, Lecce, Turin, Pescara and Siena and in the European Congress of EPTA in 1996 and in 2004 to Rome.

He had perfomances in many towns and cooperated with different associations of music (Tonhalle in Zurich, Rachmaninoff Hall in Moscow, Hall of Castle in Kassel, Hall of Castle in Annecy, Teatro Ghione in Rome, Teatro Titano in San Marino, Teatro in Cesenatico). He is member of EPTA Italian piano teachers. 

In September 1996 his cds were entirely broadcasted by Radio Vaticana and Rai Radiotre.

He recorded different interpretations of classical and contemporary authors for different radio and tv broadcastings, such as Radio Vaticana and Rai RadioTre, and got favourable approvals from public and critics for his delightful musical skills.

In March 2001 he was appointed as member in the International Piano Competition Jury of  S. Rachmaninov in Moscow and in Ryazan.

His recitals recitals held in Moscow and Ryazan both as a soloist and  duo with the Russian pianist Irina Ossipova got notable success as the Russian EPTA magazine reported.

Numerous masterclasses were held by MG in Italy, Russia and Germany (Kassel).
As pianist and responsible manager of the magazine Music and School, he is enlisted in the Dictionary of Classical Music by Piero Mioli edited by BUR.

He has recently studied philology of the XVII and XVIII music and has cooperated with the cembalist Alessandro Buca for the new edition of the works by J. S. Bach.
A very large number of his pupils have distinguished in piano national and international competitions, getting appreciations and acknowledgments.
